PRESENTATION BACKGROUND 

 
Committee of the Whole Meeting 

October 13, 2015 
 

WORLD MEETING OF FAMILIES 2015 
 

The World Meeting of Families was held in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania from September 22nd to the 25th, 
2015. This event is held every three years in a location determined by the Holy Father.  The World 
Meeting of Families was conceived by Saint Pope John Paul II in 1992 to “look at strengthening the 
sacred bonds of the family unit across the globe”. The first World Meeting of Families took place in 
Rome in 1994, the International year of the family. It was then held in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil in 1997; 
Rome, Italy in 2000; Manila, Philippines in 2003; Valencia, Spain in 2006; Mexico City in 2009; Milan, 
Italy in 2012 and Philadelphia in 2015. The next World Meeting of Families is scheduled to take place in 
Dublin, Ireland in 2018.  
  
As noted in the World Meeting of Families program, “every three years since 1994, families from all over 
the world are invited by the Holy Father to attend this global gathering. At the conference, families share 
their thoughts, dialogue and prayers, working together to grow as individuals and family units. Families 
can participate in discussion groups on the Christian family’s role in the church and society, led by many 
distinguished speakers.” 
  
With the theme of World Meeting of Families 2015 being “Love is our Mission – Family Fully Alive” in 
dialogue with the Board’s Alliance Committee who is planning a Diocese of St. Catharines – Niagara 
Catholic Congress in the spring of 2016, it was decided that our Board would join the Diocese of St. 
Catharines in sending a delegation to the World Meeting of Families and the Festival of Families with 
Pope Francis in attendance. The delegation would participate and gather information and ideas to use in 
designing the first Congress in our Diocese / Board since 2000.  
  
Niagara Catholic was represented at the World Meeting of Families and Festival of Families by Shonna 
Daly, Chair of the Niagara Catholic Parent Involvement Committee and member of the Alliance 
Committee; Alexandria Attree, Niagara Catholic Parent Involvement Committee; Krista Wood, 
Chaplaincy Leader; Terri Pauco, Religious Education Consultant; Lee Ann Forsyth-Sells and Ted Farrell, 
Superintendents of Education and John Crocco, Director of Education. 
  
In an attempt to share the spirit, faith formation, passion, knowledge and joy which permeated the World 
Meeting of Families and the Festival of Families 2015, a visual presentation and commentary will be 
provided by members of the Niagara Catholic delegation as part of this presentation to the October 
Committee of the Whole Meeting.

A COMPREHENSIVE MATHEMATICS FRAMEWORK 

 
 

 

BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

  
The Mathematics team has been introducing a comprehensive Mathematics program for all staff of 

Niagara Catholic.  The comprehensive Mathematics framework is modeled after the School Effectiveness 

Framework which many principals will be familiar with.  This framework encompasses all the 

components that are required to deliver an effective Mathematics program at any level.  This framework 

is an attempt to focus on an entire Mathematics programing rather than one aspect in a Mathematics 

program.  The Mathematics framework provides a big picture for staff and sets the direction of the 

Mathematics team for the coming years as we work to improve student achievement across the system.   

 

The Mathematics framework template outlines the why, the how and the what of a well-developed and 

delivered Mathematics program.  Each section is an integral part of delivering a Mathematics program.  

The “what” of teaching Mathematics is not just the curriculum.  It is imperative that teachers understand 

and know the curriculum for each grade, but there is much more to teaching Mathematics. Having an 

understanding of the big ideas, performance standards, and mathematical processes are also a vital part of 

a comprehensive Mathematical program.   

 

The “how” of a comprehensive Mathematical program includes the pedagogical interchanges that 

educators make to enhance the mathematical understanding of students.  It is the way that educators 

provide a rich and engaging Mathematical program to extend the knowledge that students have.  

 

The why of the Mathematics program is much more than root memory or memorizing procedures to 

follow.  The goal of any Mathematics program should be have students become Mathematically 

proficient.  Adding it Up (National Research Council, 2001), an influential research review on how 

children learn Mathematics, identifies the following five strands of Mathematical proficiency as 

indicators that someone understands (and can do) Mathematics.  This report maintains that the strands of 

mathematical proficiency are interwoven and interdependent– that is, the development of one strand aids 

the development of others.  

Looking at these strands of proficiency, the first two— conceptual understanding and procedural 

fluency—seem to address the kind of Mathematics knowledge and skills most often represented in 

Mathematics standards.

Labour Negotiations Update 
The Canadian Union of Public Employees (CUPE) representing education workers (custodians, 
school office staff, educational assistants, child and youth workers, etc.) has decided to escalate 
“Work to Rule” job actions (withdrawal of services) in our schools. This is a provincial job action 
mandate affecting all schools in Ontario. 

This labour disruption arises out of the current central negotiations process involving the 
Government of Ontario, the Council of Trustees’ Association, which includes the Association 
representing Catholic school boards – the Ontario Catholic School Trustees’ Association, and 
CUPE.  A full list of services being withdrawn is available on the CUPE Ontario website. 

All of our schools remain open, and academic programming continues to be delivered to our 
students.  The Board’s Senior Administrative team is working together with Principals, Vice-
Principals, Managers and Supervisors to mitigate any negative impact on school operations. 
While we continue to focus on core programming and the safety and well-being of students, job 
actions may result in certain programs being cancelled or temporarily suspended. 

CUPE is in a legal strike position and members may legally withdraw services. Administrators are 
enacting alternate plans in order to ensure the safety of students. Our first priority remains the 
safety of everyone in our schools and the provision of caring learning environments for all 
students and staff.  We will continue to monitor and communicate with CUPE any work 
sanctions that may compromise student and/or staff safety. 

We recognize and sincerely appreciate the leadership of our Principals, Vice-Principals, 
Managers and Supervisors who have undertaken additional tasks as a result of these escalating 
job actions. We thank you for your ongoing patience during this challenging period. 

Labour disruptions can create some concerns and questions for our students, parents and staff. 
As a Catholic school board, we remain committed to the labour negotiations process and are 
confident that the Council of Trustees’ Association and the provincial government will reach a 
new central agreement with our education worker unions. 

Information regarding any developments that may affect school operations and activities in our 
schools will continue to be shared with school communities through this website.

Guidelines for Preparing Resolutions 
 

To improve the effectiveness of the resolution process, we ask boards to review the following guidelines. 

 

Resolutions are your opportunity to address problems, solutions or concerns, which affect Catholic education in 

Ontario. A resolution approved by the membership at the Annual General Meeting calls for priority action by 

OCSTA and the commitment of OCSTA resources to address the particular issue outlined in the resolution. 

 

A. Criteria for Submitting a Resolution 

 

 A resolution should: 

 

a. Address an area of concern for the province’s Catholic school boards.  

b. Concern a matter which requires attention or action. 

c. Be written in language appropriate for province-wide consideration (language contained in resolutions 

is often incorporated into subsequent communications to the government or other relevant parties). 

d. Be accompanied by substantiated rationale. 

e. Not deal with education funding issues (a separate process has been created to deal with this type of 

issue). 

 

B. Steps in Preparing a Resolution 

 

1. Identify the concern. Be sure the concern is a matter of province-wide scope. 

2. Research and gather sufficient supporting background materials to substantiate the resolution. If the 

concern has been presented/dealt with in a previous resolution, review the outcome of that process to 

assess what changes in approach/additional information might be useful.  

3. Write the resolution in the following proposed format taking care to ensure that: 

a. Each “Whereas” is accompanied by adequate background material. 

b. The “Therefore be it Resolved” directs OCSTA to take specific action. 

 

C. Writing A Resolution 

 

Structure 

 

The resolution should be assigned a succinct title that identifies the problem or issue (or its proposed 

solution). There should be two parts to the resolution: a preamble followed by a resolving clause (or 

clauses). 

 

1. Preamble 

 

The preamble is a brief statement of background or rationale coming before the resolving clause(s). The 

purpose of the preamble is to provide information without which the point or the merits of a resolution are 

likely to be poorly understood. 

 

Each clause in a preamble is written as a separate paragraph, beginning with the word “WHEREAS”. 



 

2. Resolving Clauses 

 

 A resolving clause indicates what action(s) is to be taken given the “WHEREAS” clause(s) in the 

preamble. If more than one action is being recommended, the “Therefore be It Resolved” portion should 

be divided into a), b), c), etc. 

 

3. Submission Statement 

 

Please include the following information in the submission statement. 

 

[Mover’s Name] 

[Seconder’s Name] 

[Board Name] 

[Topic] 

 

D. Submission Deadline Date 

 

The deadline date for receipt of resolutions in the OCSTA office is 12:00 p.m. EST, January 29, 2016. 

We encourage boards to submit their resolutions by email to Jane Ponte at jponte@ocsta.on.ca. The 

provincial office will distribute, in the delegate kits, resolutions to be presented from the floor provided 

that a copy of each resolution (and background material, if applicable) is received in the Provincial Office 

by April 11, 2016. 

 

E. Regulations

AGM.

reference that we hope you will find useful in preparing effective resolutions for your Association and 

Catholic education in Ontario.

Whereas: from time to time a vacancy occurs in the office of a member of the board; and 

 

Whereas: according to Section 221(1) of the Education Act, the vacancy must be filled by 

either a by-election or by appointment; and 

 

Whereas: boards choosing to appoint a new trustee will, most commonly, engage in an open 

and fair process of selection; and 

 

Whereas: the Education Act requires that the process be fully completed within 60 days of 

the office becoming vacant; and 

 

Whereas: the 60 day time period may encompass a part of the year (e.g. Christmas, summer 

months, March Break) when board operations and processes are reduced, thus 

making the timelines very tight and, potentially, unmanageable; 

 

Therefore be it Resolved that: 

 

OCSTA petition the Ministry of Education to review the section of the Education Act which relates to 

trustee vacancies with a view to extending the timeline by either increasing the number of days or 

altering the requirement that the process be completed within a designated number of regular school 

days.

Explanation of Committee Recommendations  

& Resolution Session Procedures 
 

Resolution sessions will be conducted using “Robert’s Rules of Order” and the provisions of the OCSTA 

Constitution. The chairperson of the session will ensure compliance with their rules. 

Explanation of Committee Recommendations 

 

The Conference Committee will study the resolutions and offer recommendations on the best way to meet their 

intent. The recommendations and their implications are: 

 

i. Approve 

The direction given in the “therefore be it resolved” section of the resolution will be carried out. 

 

ii.  Approve and refer to the .…. committee for appropriate implementation. 

The resolution will be forwarded to the designated committee for implementation. 

 

iii. Receive and refer to the ..... committee for study. 

The resolution will be forwarded to the designated committee for study. Following the study and receipt 

of the committee’s recommendation, the Board of Directors will determine whether or not the resolution 

will be implemented. 

 

iv. Not approve 

No action will be taken. 

 

v.  No recommendation 

The committee is not making any recommendation with respect to the resolution. 

 

vi. No action required 

The intent of the resolution has been met. No further action will be taken. 

Resolution Session Procedures 

 
Delegates wishing to speak to a resolution must go to one of the floor microphones and state their name and the 

name of the board they represent. 

 

The mover of a resolution will have the opportunity to be the first and last to speak to that resolution. Other 

trustees may speak once to a resolution. 

 

The chairperson may declare a motion out of order giving the reasons for doing so. The chairperson’s decision 

may be challenged by a majority vote of those voting delegates present at the session when the vote is called. 

 

Voting will be by a show of hands. Delegates carrying proxies must have and show proper identification - i.e. 

proxy badge. Ballots will be provided in the event that a vote by ballot is called for. 

 

Note Re Quorum: A quorum for the transaction of business at any general meeting of Members shall consist 

of not fewer than forty (40) individuals entitled to vote, present in person. 



 

 

Grouped Resolutions 

 

a. the chair of the session will ask for a mover and seconder to approve the grouping of various related 

resolutions. 

 

b. the chair of the session will ask for movers and seconders for the committee recommendation for each 

group. 

 

c. delegates will vote on the committee recommendation for each group.  

 

Delegates may request that any resolution(s) be removed from a “group” to be handled individually. These will 

be addressed when the group from which they have been removed has been dealt with. 

Resolutions Handled Individually 

 

These will include resolutions removed from the groups, resolutions for which the committee has not made any 

recommendation and resolutions from the floor. 

 

A. Resolutions with committee recommendations 
 

1. The chair of the session will announce the resolution number and the name of the sponsoring board: 

 

 the chair will call for the sponsoring board to move and second the committee recommendation; 

 delegates will speak to the committee recommendation; 

 delegates will vote on the committee recommendation. 

 

2. If the sponsoring board does not move the committee recommendation from the floor: 

 

 the chair will call for the sponsoring board to move their original resolution; 

 delegates will speak to the resolution; 

 delegates will vote on the resolution. 

 

 3. If the original resolution is not moved by the sponsoring board, the resolution will be withdrawn. 

 

B. Resolutions without committee recommendations  
 

1. These resolutions will be handled as follows: 

 

 the chair will call for the sponsoring board to move their original resolution; 

 delegates will speak to the resolution; 

 delegates will vote on the resolution. 

 

 2. If the original resolution is not moved by the sponsoring board, the resolution will be withdrawn. 

 



 

C. Amendments from the Floor 

  
Amendments made on the floor relate to the “therefore be it resolved” section of the resolution and must be 

written out and handed to the chairperson. The chairperson will consider the amendment and, if necessary, 

discuss it with the parliamentarian or others to ensure that it is clearly understood. 

 

 the chair will read the amendment; 

 delegates will speak to the amendment; 

 delegates will vote on the amendment; 

 delegates will vote on the resolution as amended. 

 

If the amendment is defeated: 

 

 delegates will be asked to speak to the original resolution; 

 delegates will vote on the original resolution.    

D. Resolutions Presented from the Floor 

 
After resolutions presented by the committee have been dealt with, other resolutions may be presented from 

the floor. The following rules apply: 

 

 2/3 of the voting delegates present at the session must consent to consider the resolution; 

 sufficient copies of the resolution (and background material) must be provided for all those present 

at the resolution session; 

 these resolutions will be handled as outlined above. 

 

 

The provincial office will distribute, in the delegate kits, resolutions to be presented from the floor provided that 

a copy of each resolution (and background material, if applicable) is received in the Provincial Office by April 

11, 2016. 
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
