What is a Roman Catholic School Assessment Lease Agreement?

A Roman Catholic School Assessment Lease Agreement is a document required in addition to
an Application for the Direction of School Support Form where a Roman Catholic and a Non-
Roman Catholic are jointly responsible for the payment of property taxes, either directly through
ownership or indirectly through the payment of rent

Why must | sign a Roman Catholic School Assessment Lease Agreement?

By provincial law, only Roman Catholics have the right to direct their support to the separate
school system. If either of the joint owners or tenants of a property is not Roman Catholic, then
the property is automatically assessed public for school support purposes.

FACTS ABOUT THE ROMAN CATHOLIC SCHOOL ASSESSMENT LEASE AGREEMENT:

= |tis a legal requirement of the Municipal Property Assessment Corporation to
change support from public to separate at the request of a Roman Catholic and
Non-Roman Catholic ratepayer.

= The lease remains in effect until such time as you move to another address
and/or alter any documentation from the region or municipality.

= |n effect, a tenancy within the ownership/tenancy of the property is created
strictly for school support purposes, showing the Roman Catholic as a tenant and
the Non-Roman Catholic as a spouse. This does not affect the ownership of the

property.
