ADVANCED PLACEMENT 
 
 

In alignment with the Niagara Catholic Multi Year Strategic Plan 2021-2026 and support of the System 
Priority:  Advance Student Achievement For All Students, Niagara Catholic is implementing the Advanced 
Placement (AP) program and Advanced Placement Preparatory courses in the 2022-2023 school year in 
two secondary schools:  Blessed Trinity and Saint Paul Catholic Secondary Schools.  
 
The Advance Placement Program is an internationally recognized program that is delivered in 60 countries, 
recognized by 5800 post-secondary schools in the United States and 60 Universities in Canada including 
24 universities in Ontario. Niagara Catholic Students selecting the Advance Placement Program will help 
connect with university opportunities across Canada and around the globe by taking secondary courses that 
reflect both what is taught in introductory university courses in combination with the Ontario Curriculum.   
 
Students entering Grade 9 will have the opportunity to select an Advance Placement Preparatory course in 
English, Geography, Math and Science.  These courses are for all students who are willing and academically 
prepared to take on the challenge of a rigorous academic curriculum. In partnership with the AP College 
Board, Niagara Catholic teachers have been provided with AP training to support the delivery model of the 
Advance Placement Preparatory courses and the Ontario Catholic School Graduation Expectations.  
 
There are many benefits to the Advanced Placement program. Taking an AP course will help Niagara 
Catholic students build critical thinking skills, study skills, confidence, and essential time management 
skills to support student achievement and their pathway planning.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION 
 
Recognizing Niagara Catholic’s newly adopted Strategic Plan, the Student Support Department reaffirms 
its commitment to supporting Niagara Catholic’s Vision, and strives to live our collective values as the 
department considers how best to deliver its services in a way that is in line with the board’s mission. 
 
Student Support is engaging in a review of its service delivery models and processes. For many years, 
through the direction of the Ministry of Education and in line with the Learning For All resource document, 
school boards have been incorporating Response to Intervention tiered models to bring support to students 
who demonstrate a need.

NAMING OF NIAGARA CATHOLIC MULTI-YEAR STRATEGIC PLAN 
 

 
BACKGROUND INFORMATION 
 
On November 23, 2022, Niagara Catholic’s Board of Trustees approved Niagara Catholic’s new Multi-
Year Strategic Plan. At that time, the MYSP document created by the facilitator was provided to staff and 
posted on the board website. This document is Appendix A.  
 
It is customary for a strategic plan to have a name. Coming out of the discussions surrounding the Board’s 
theological theme, the recommended name for Niagara Catholic’s Multi-Year Strategic Plan is Called by 
Name: Listening, Learning, and Leading.  
 
Listening, Learning, and Leading was a recurring theme during the process of creating the Board’s multi-
year theological theme. The addition of the theological theme, Called by Name, further connects the MYSP 
and Multi-Year theological theme and aligns with the Board’s Mission, Vision, and Values, particularly 
with regards to encountering souls.  
 
An updated version of the Multi-Year Strategic Plan document, has been created to encapsulate the new 
name and logo for the theological theme, ensuring cohesiveness in branding all for the duration of both the 
strategic plan and the theological theme. This document is attached as Appendix B.
