exposure. It is also important that we have common routines throughout the entire school There
are many shared areas (washrooms, fountains, gym, library, computers, etc.) students could come
in contact with allergens. The teachers will explain the importance of the following health and
safety routines to the students in their classrooms:

1. Wash your hands with soap and water before and after eating.
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3. Do not accept food from other students especially if you have food allergies.
4. Snacks are not permitted outside in the schoolyard.
5. Dispose of all food waste properly
