Kiss n' Ride Drop-Off: In an effort to keep our students and 
staff members safe, families are reminded that when using 
the Kiss n' Ride drop-off, drivers are asked to please remain 
in their vehicle and have child(ren) exit the vehicle directly 
onto the sidewalk when it is safe to do so.
