As the climate warms, air
pollution is expected to worsen through increased number and
severity of extreme weather events such as wildfires and
floods. Some air pollutants, such as car emissions, contribute
to climate change. But there’s good news! The latest air
pollutant emissions report shows an overall steady decline in
air pollutant emissions since 1990. At St. John we will take
action to improve air quality and reduce greenhouse gas
emissions to fight climate change by engaging in learning
activities on this topic and increasing our time learning
outdoors and in our outdoor classroom.
