February is Black History Month. Grade 8 students have been presenting information about famous black
Canadians in all classes each week throughout the month. Students made announcements 3 times per
week about famous black Canadians. Teachers used unlearn posters to teach students about equity and
diversity. Lezlie Harper from Niagara Bound Tours spoke to students in grades 5 to 8 today, speaking
about the Underground Railroad and how many black people came to Canada to live free from slavery.

The Kids Helping Kids Fundraiser took place from February 12th to 23™. Students participated in a
variety of activities and out of dress code days. We had a chicken finger day on February 20™ and all
proceeds went to the Kids Helping Kids campaign.
