STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT 
Literacy and Numeracy Achievement Action Plan(s):  
Each year school across Niagara Catholic, schools are charged with developing School 
Improvement and Equity Plans that align with the Board’s Improvement and Equity plan under 
the direction of the Ministry of Education. That process if fluid and much work during Staff 
Meetings and PA Days is devoted to the development and monitoring of those plans.  
A part of that plan are detailed components in the area of Literacy and Numeracy and they are 
called the Literacy and Numeracy Achievement Actions Plan(s). School Data such as Report 
Card Data and Attendance Data are used for baseline data as well as Classroom data obtained 
by Classroom teachers. Third party assessments (EQAO) are also used to identify strengths as 
well as areas of improvement.
