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Allergy Aware School - Nut Safe-Anaphylaxes

Within our school community, there are several students who have
a life-threatening allergy (anaphylaxis) to foods, predominantly to
peanuts and tree nuts (e.g. almond, cashew, hazelnut, pistachio).
The best way to reduce the risk of accidental exposure to these
students is to respectfully ask for the co-operation of the
parents/guardians within this school community to avoid sending

peanut butter or products with peanuts listed in the ingredients.

1. Wash your hands with soap and water before and after eating.

2. Do not bring food that contains peanuts/tree nuts.

3. Do not accept food from other students especially if you have food allergies.
4. Snacks are not permitted outside in the schoolyard.

5. Dispose of all food waste properly
