  ii) Catholic School Council Parent Engagement Funds, to be used by June 13, 2024  
$500.00 with an additional $1,000.00 in funds to support parent engagement activities at the 
school level through an application process.  First come, first serve basis.  Application/funding 
will be approved in alignment with Ministry criteria in relation to identifying needs for the 
school community and how schools can improve in at least one the following areas: 
• addressing social inclusion and racism specifically anti-Asian, anti-Black, and anti-Indigenous 
racism and other prejudices toward racialized and marginalized group  
• creating a safe and welcoming environment 
• informing parents about the expectations of the Ontario Curriculum and supporting resources 
• providing workshops for parents/guardians to inspire their children to learn, mental health and 
well-being, internet safety, cyber bullying and healthy living 
• projects to support Indigenous learners and their families  
• programs for newcomer families to introduce them to Catholic education in Niagara Catholic 
• parent resources and tools in multiple languages to make all parents/guardians and students feel 
welcome and include 
 • skill-building opportunities for parents –information sessions/workshops that provide parents 
with the knowledge, skills and tools they need to support student learning at home and at school
