French Immersion On-line Open Pre-Registration
● On-line open pre-registration window for students new to French Immersion in September 2025:
Monday, January 13th, 2025 at 7:30 a.m. through to Friday, January 31st, 2025 at 4:00 p.m.
● Pre-registrations outside of this window will not be considered.
● There are a limited number of spots available for students wishing to enter the French
Immersion Program.
● Pre-registrations are on a �rst come, �rst serve basis. Each pre-registration will receive a time-
stamp.
● Please visit www.niagaracatholic.ca and click the �rst thumbnail-Registration.
Then, click the Let's get you registered! link at the bottom of the page.
● An account must be created �rst through edsembli CONNECT to access the registration forms.
This account can be created ahead of time.

Selection Process
In accordance with the Board’s Admission of Elementary and Secondary Students Policy #301.1,
there are a limited number of spots available for students entering the program. Eligible spots will
be determined on a �rst come, �rst serve basis for each elementary French Immersion school site.
Applicants will receive noti�cation by Monday, March 3rd, 2025 to inform them if their children
have been placed in the French Immersion program OR if their children have been placed on the
school’s waitlist. Applicants who have not received noti�cation by March 3rd, 2025 are to contact
the elementary French Immersion school site directly.

Morning Drop Off
Please remember - staff supervision begins at 8:40 a.m. each morning. Students should not be
dropped off or arriving to school earlier then this time.

Starting at 8:40 a.m. we have supervision staff who are helping students so they can walk to their
entrances both at the front and back of the school before 8:55 a.m. Once the bell goes, students
must enter through the front doors of the school.



Inclement Weather Procedure

As the winter months approach, we would like to take this opportunity to review the inclement
weather procedure:

1. When transportation is cancelled BEFORE school begins - noti�cation will be sent out through
our Niagara Catholic social media pages, School Messenger and be announced on local radio
stations.
In this situation schools are OPEN for staff and students and it is the responsibility of
parents/guardians to determine whether or not it is safe for their child to attend school and to
provide transportation.

If your child is not coming to school, please report their absence using the Safe Arrival System.

2. In the rare occasion when transportation is cancelled AFTER school begins - the school will
attempt to contact you by phone should an emergency closing be necessary. This will be done
solely for the purpose of informing you that classes have been cancelled. The option you, as a
parent, have chosen on the Emergency School Form will apply to all emergency dismissals.

Safe Arrival - Reporting Your Child's Attendance

To report your child absent, please use one of the 3 methods listed below:

1. Use the SafeArrival website: https://go.schoolmessenger.ca The �rst time you use the website,
select Sign Up to create your account using your email address on �le with the school. After
logging in, select the Attendance tab to Report an Absence.

2. Using your mobile device, download and install the School Messenger App (blue logo) from the
Google Play Store or the Apple App Store. Use your new login information to access your account.
Select Attendance to Report an Absence. If you would like to receive attendance noti�cations on
your mobile device, please enable Push Noti�cations in the Settings area of the app.

3. The toll-free number 844-287-6287 will allow you to report your child absent without creating an
account.
