Applicants will receive notification by Monday, 

March 3rd, 2025 to inform them if their children 

have been placed in the French Immersion program 

OR if their children have been placed on the 

school’s waitlist. Applicants who have not received 

notification by March 3rd, 2025 are to contact the 

elementary French Immersion school site directly.
