¢ |f a student lives within the walk zone of the school, or outside of the school boundary,
parents/guardians are responsible to determine the appropriate means to get their child to and
from school safely.

o If a student lives within the bus zone of the school, parents/guardians are responsible to get
their child(ren) to and from the bus stop safely, provide appropriate supervision at the bus stop
and reinforce school bus rules at the bus stop, around the bus and on the bus.

¢ Provide the school with pick-up and drop-off address information, as well as any information
relevant to your child's ability and health that may require accommodation on the school bus.

e Make a plan in the event of a service disruption such as a bus delay or inclement weather.

Student Responsibilities:

¢ To follow the school bus rules including remain seated, facing forward at all times on the bus
and avoid anything which might disturb the driver or interfere with the safe operation of the
vehicle.

e To exercise care, caution, good manners, consideration for others and obey promptly the
instructions of the driver.

¢ To refrain from smoking, vaping, drugs, alcohol and from using obscene language at the bus
stop and on the bus.

e To keep all parts of the body inside the vehicle at all times and to refrain from throwing
articles or shouting inside the bus or out a window.

It is very important that we have the correct information about where we may

reach you or whom you designate as a contact if you are not available during school hours. It is
imperative that we have a contact number on file and that there is someone available to pick your

child up when called. Please check with the emergency contact to make sure these arrangements
are suitable.

Anaphylaxis Alert

As you are aware, the Niagara Catholic District School Board has
in

place a policy concerning ANAPHYLAXIS - i.e. life threatening
allergies. We have children in our school who suffer extreme
allergic reactions to bee stings and certain foods (including peanut
butter, dairy products, eggs). Specifically, we have several
students in our school who will begin to suffer an extreme reaction
by just touching a surface that has a trace of peanut butter/oil
product.

Our community is encouraged to be sensitive to the real threat that
products containing peanuts, peanut butter or nut oil products pose
to these children. While there is no Board wide ban on peanuts or
peanut butter, we would appreciate your cooperation in not sending
peanut products in lunches and snacks with your children. We are a nut
safe school. We look for your support in making our school environment

safe for all of our children.

Reminder For This School Yearl!

It is important for parents to understanding changes coming to all schools within the Niagara
Catholic District School Board.

Earlier this spring, the Ministry of Education issued new requirements for school boards to follow
to ensure the health, safety, and well-being of everyone in our schools.

The revised PPM 128 addresses issues including the use of cell phones and vaping. PPM 170
outlines the Ministry of Education’'s expectations for communication between home and school.

All Niagara Catholic schools will follow these Ministry of Education directives.




Cell Phone Use in Schools

When the new school year begins in September, new rules will be in place regarding the use of
personal cell phones in class. Students who bring their cell phones to school must have the phone
stored out of view and turned off or onto silent mode during the instructional day. They may only
use it if their teacher permits it for learning, for health or medical purposes, or to support special
education needs.

If a teacher sees a cell phone that is not stored out of view, students will be required to hand in
their device in for the instructional day. The cell phone will be placed, by the student, in a secure
storage area designated by the principal.

If a student refuses to hand in their personal mobile device, the Ministry requires that the student
be sent to the principal’s office. Consequences for failing to hand in their phone is at the principal’s
discretion.

School boards are now required to disable access to social media platforms on school networks
and board devices. This is intended to limit the number of interruptions in class and to benefit the
mental health and well-being of students. Niagara Catholic already blocks access to some social
media sites. Now all will be unavailable to students on the board network during the school day.

Cigarettes, Vaping, or Nicotine, Cannabis, or Alcohol Use at School

Another measure coming into effect in September to protect the health and well-being of students
is the installation of sensors to detect vaping in schools.

The Smoke-Free Ontario Act bans the use of any tobacco, nicotine, or e-cigarette (vape) on school
property. The changes to PPM 128 strengthen the enforcement of consequences for students who
use or share cigarettes or other tobacco products, nicotine products, e-cigarettes (vapes) at
school.

Anyone under the age of 19 is prohibited from buying or possessing alcohol or cannabis. These

substances, and any illegal drug, are prohibited on school property.

The new rules require school boards to develop a policy to handle any prohibited items that are
surrendered, if one does not exist already. The policy must comply with federal and provincial
regulations. To ensure compliance with the provincial regulations Niagara Catholic’s Facilities
Services team will install equipment to detect the use of cigarettes or e-cigarettes in schools this

year. These expectations are outlined in the Board’s Electronic Communications Systems
Administrative Operating Procedures for students, and the Board's Code of Conduct AOP.

We ask parents to please speak to your children about these new provincial rules and support your
child’s teacher(s) and Principal in enforcing them.

Questions, concerns, or complaints: Understanding the process

Finally, the Ministry of Education has given school boards new requirements on how we
communicate with parents who have questions, concerns, or complaints.

This new guidance builds upon our established practice for resolving issues, including giving
parents a timeline for a response. This is outlined in the process below. This information will also
be shared on the Parents section of the Board website and school websites in time for the start of
the new school year.




Niagara Catholic’s Multi-Year Strategic Plan prioritizes transparency in communication with
families and stakeholders as a key priority. Our Complaints Resolution Policy, first passed in April
1998, addresses the steps families must take to resolve an issue at their child’s school. PPM 170
ensures commitments the provincial government made in Your child's education: A parent guide to
our school system are fully addressed.

Parents/guardians should expect a response to a concern or complaint within two business days.
If an inquiry needs more time, you will be given an estimated time for a detailed response at the
end the second day.

If you have a question about a classroom-related matter, such as curriculum, homework,
classroom behavior, or specific incidents, please contact your child’s teacher.

If you cannot resolve the issue at the classroom level and/or have a question about school
procedures, extracurricular activities, or safety concerns, please contact the school’s Vice-
Principal or Principal.

For issues unresolved at the school level or issues related to Niagara Catholic policies,
procedures, resource allocation, or other concerns, please contact the Superintendent of
Education assigned to your child’'s school.

In keeping with the Board’'s commitment to accessibility, parents and guardians have a right to
expect information will be delivered in clear, easy-to-understand language.

Electronics

The Electronic Communications Systems Policy states that
phones, tablets, laptops, audio or video recording devices are
eligible for use by students in all Niagara Catholic elementary and
secondary school classrooms as only approved by staff for

instructional or co-instructional purposes. The expectation is that
students will use NCDSB's electronic communications systems for
educational purposes, to enhance learning through responsible
access to global information and communication. Students who

carry cell phones when travelling to and from school, for safety
reasons, are reminded they are not allowed to use their cell phones
to call home or text message once they are on school property. All cell phones must remain off
and put away during the school day unless noted by the classroom teacher! Students are asked to

please use the student phone in the office if they are not feeling well or wish to call home.

NCDSB Dress Code The following serves as a reminder for
families as the warmer weather approaches and if dress code
purchases are being made. Students must wear the elementary
standardized dress code items properly and in compliance with
the expectations throughout the school day and at all activities
and events as representatives of the school and/or Board. It is the
expectation that students wear the elementary standardized dress code as a condition of
attendance in an elementary school within the Niagara Catholic District School Board at a

minimum, if the elementary student is not in compliance with the mandatory elementary
standardized dress code, parents and guardians will be contacted to bring the required dress code
items to school.

At a minimum, every student is required to wear one (1) of the following items:
- Navy Blue sweat pants for students in Early Learning Kindergarten to Grade 3

- Navy Blue Pants (Cargo, Corduroy, Denim, Dress, Kobe styles permitted)

- Navy Blue Dresses or Skorts; or - Navy Blue Capris or Walking Shorts.

- Grade 8 students have the option to wear grey secondary uniform pants purchased through Board
uniform suppliers. Pants, skirt or dress length must be appropriate and modest. Only knee length
capris or shorts are permitted. All clothing must be in good repair.

At a minimum, every student is required to wear one (1) of the following items:
- Navy Blue or White Oxford shirt (short or long sleeve)

- Navy Blue or White Polo shirt (short or long sleeve); or

- School designed spirit wear polo shirt.

The elementary standardized dress code shirts, either polo or oxford must be buttoned in a
respectable manner. Visible t-shirts worn under the elementary standardized dress code top must
be either navy blue or white.

In addition, approved sweaters and hoodies embroidered and/or screened with the school logo are
permitted to be worn as part of the elementary standardized dress code.

Running shoes are the recommended footwear with a full back and a closed toe. It is

recommended that parents/guardians provide a pair of indoor shoes for physical education and
indoor wear.




Socks must be neutral in colour and worn with the elementary standardized dress code items at all
times.

Head Coverings: With the exception of a head covering as part of a religious observance, hats,
hoods are prohibited.

Piercings and Tattoos: Visible facial piercing (excluding a small nose stud), excessive piercing, ear
expanders and visible tattooing and branding containing an offensive message, advertisement, or
slogan are prohibited.
